June Recipe--No Cooking Allowed!
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Cool Strawberry Fool

It's the berries!

Ingredients:

1 pound strawberries (fresh is best, especially in June
--if you have to use frozen, use unsweetened berries)

1/4 cup granulated sugar

2 1/2 cups chilled heavy cream
1/3 granulated sugar

1 teaspoon vanilla

Directions:

Puree berries with 1/4 cup sugar in blender for approximately 1
minute. Strain mixture through sieve and into bowl to remove
seeds.

Using electric mixer, beat cream, 1/3 cup sugar, and vanilla for
approximately 3 minutes until stiff peaks form.

Alternate layers of puree and whipped cream in small glasses or
cups. This will look pretty just layered in clear

serving pieces, or you can swirl the puree and cream with a
spoon handle or skewer to pretty it up.
